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The course is included in the “English Package”, a set of courses delivered in English, as a major part of the former RAINBOW Programme, the multilingual offer of the Faculty of Economics open to both Italian and foreign students in order to help the latter, namely those involved in the Erasmus/Socrates student mobility programme, get an highest level of integration in university life. Attendance is compulsory. 

Aim of the course 

The overall aim of the course is to provide students with the basic knowledge of the juridical and institutional framework in which the international cooperation is operating, particularly in financial matters. The interactive governmental agenda for development aid and for facing the global challenges will be discussed.

The main issues of the European framework will be addressed, offering the basic elements of  the European Union legal system, underlying the strict links with national Member countries systems and giving the tools for getting acquainted with the personal rights and duties depending on that rules.

Contents 


Main  issues:

· basic principles governing the institutional aspects of international financial organizations, their scope and functions and the legal tools of intergovernmental cooperation.

· overview of the historical development of the European institutions and their normative and regulatory power; basic principles of the European policies and their financial support. 

Special  issues:

· the international financial system on worldwide and regional basis;

· focus on some of the main institutions;

· a special topic will be analysed in depth. 


Textbook and bibliographical references 

The relevant material will be indicated by the lecturer during the course running. Most of it will be available on-line at AulaWeb portal.

Teaching 

The lectures will be taught in English and there will be some intervention of experts and external teachers in order to make the students compare varied approaches to the main issues and gain comprehension of the practical issues. 

Examination 

There will be a written examination, but for regularly attending students there will be the possibility to participate in a collective or individual research, that will be evaluated for the purpose of the assessment.
